JAZZ FLIGHT ATTENDANTS & PILOTS VOTE TO STRIKE 

 
Dear Brothers and Sisters: 

 
By now most of you should be aware that the Canadian Flight Attendants 
Union (CFAU) representing Flight Attendants at Jazz Air have voted 99.5% 
in favour of strike action.  
 
The Airline Pilots Association (ALPA) representing the pilots at Jazz Air 
have also voted 99% in favour of strike action.   
 
The CFAU will be in a position to serve the 72 hour notice required by the 
legislation on June 13th, 2010. This means that they could be on strike or 
locked out on June 16th, 2010.  
 
We encourage all IAMAW members to support the CFAU and ALPA 
members as much as possible throughout this strike.  
 
Your support may take the form of volunteering your time to assist with 
picketing, or other strike activities and offering moral or monetary support to 
those on the picket line.
