AVEOS PENSION REPRESENTATIVE

adequate training to perform the job.

Ideally the candidate would be a minimum of five (5) years from retirement and preferably closer
to ten (10) years, but that is not a requirement. You would be involved in the oversight of the
Aveos pension plan from the union’s perspective, communicate information about the pension
plan to the members and act on behalf of the members in any issues arising with their pensions.

It is a position that requires a reasonably steep learning curve and initially it will require a fair
amount of reading to familiarize yourself with pension plan rules and the plan Text. God knows if

selected by December.
